Volunteers Wanted

Here’s an interesting request from Jo Milne of Emergency Management at KCDC:

Hi Derek,

Disaster Awareness Week is timed for the second week in October every year. It is now going to be called Get Ready Week and in the middle of this week comes International Disaster Awareness Day. The focus this year is tsunami.

On Disaster Awareness Day which is Wednesday 13th October we want to have volunteers dressed in Red, Orange and Yellow T-shirts with the slogan “What’s your tsunami zone?” printed across the back to hand out those brochures to all retail outlets and shoppers over a 2 hour period – say 11.00 – 13.00. One person will also carry a flute board with “What’s your tsunami zone? Contact your council”. We have the Otaki shopping centre covered off but need people for Paekakariki shops, Raumati Beach shops, Paraparaumu Beach shops, Coastlands and the Waikanae shops. 

The idea is to raise awareness over the coast about tsunami evacuation zones – what people should do if there is a tsunami and they live in one of these zones and what they should do if they don’t.

Although the likelihood of a tsunami is very low it is a Government requirement that residents be informed so this is a fun way of doing it!

Over the week there will be radio ads, newspaper ads, displays in the library and finally a letter will go out with the rates in November – so one way or another pretty much everybody should get to know about their tsunami zones and what actions to take.

But if you could find some people who are willing to don a brightly coloured t-shirt, wear a crazy wig and perhaps paint their faces and distribute information we would greatly appreciate it! Let me know as soon as possible so I know if I have to go further afield to find others….

We will have a briefing session before the day so that everyone feels entirely comfortable about what they’re doing – overall it should be fun!
